Class Information

Competition and Performance Club is designed to train and prepare skaters
currently enrolled in AAFSC's LTS program for participation in the Michigan
Basic Skills competition series (MBSS) and other performance opportunities
throughout the year.

The program is intended to introduce skaters to the excitement of
competing and performing, build confidence in individual skating skills, and
foster feelings of accomplishment and good sportsmanship. Open to all AAFSC
Learn to Skate members and/or Ann Arbor Figure Skating Club members.

Your skater will receive 50 minutes of skating time utilizing the full ice with
instruction. For Spring, each skater in the Competition & Performance Club
will learn and compete a personalized Program with Music & Elements that
correspond to their Basic Skills level at ONE Michigan Compete USA
competition.

AAFSC Refund and Credit Policy

Due to administrative limitations and safety concerns, we cannot allow make-
up classes or prorating of classes. There will be no credits or refunds for
missed classes.

If a skater drops the class within 21 days of the start of the session, a credit
will be issued to the skater’s account. After 21 days, a class can be dropped
only for medical reasons with a doctor’s certificate that includes skater's
name, medical reason, and dates that the skater cannot attend class. All
credits will be calculated using the date the request is made. Please contact
the AAFSC Office if you wish to drop a class.

Administrative fees will not be refunded or credited.

Please make sure you register for the correct class. There will be a $10
change fee for each skater/class changed.

Registration Requirements

All skaters will be required to purchase 2023-2024 AAFSC Learn to Skate
Membership. You must be an Ann Arbor Figure Skating Club Learn to Skate
Member to participate in our classes. Learn to Skate Membership is $35.00
annually.

Rental skates are available for all classes at no extra charge.

Helmets are required for all Snowplow levels as well as for Basic 1 skaters.
Helmets are highly recommended for all other levels. Helmets will no longer
be provided by the Ann Arbor Ice Cube. Skaters ages 3-6, those in Basic 1, and
all who wish to wear a helmet must bring their own helmet to wear during class.
